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You are what you eat. Eat healthy and you increase your 

chances of staying healthy.

Your chances of getting a disease 

called diabetes, having a heart attack, and even getting 

certain types of cancer increase. 

NUTRITIONIST
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Nutritionists are health professionals who 

help people make better choices about 

food. They might work with people who 

want to lose or gain weight. They create 

special diets needed by people who have 

certain health conditions like diabetes or 

high blood pressure. 

Nutritionists work in hospitals, cafeterias, 

nursing homes, weight loss clinics, and 

schools. Some also work for professional 

sports teams where good nutrition helps 

keep athletes in tip-top shape.

The challenge for all nutritionists is getting 

people to change bad habits and make 

better choices. This can involve setting up 

meal plans, teaching patients about health 

risks, and introducing them to new types 

of foods. Sometimes people are surprised 

to discover how much they enjoy healthy 

foods once they try them. The best part of 

being a nutritionist is helping people feel 

better, look better, and live longer.

It’s never too soon to start preparing for a 

career as a nutritionist. You can take health 

and family and consumer studies classes 

at school. You can also learn to prepare 

healthy meals at home.
